EPISTLE OF MYRRH-BEARING WOMEN

The compassion and fellowship that Christians had for one
another in the early Communities was exemplary. There was
much eagerness, zeal and love among them when an issue
surfaced. It was handled with Christian care and
thoughtfulness according to today’s Acts of the Apostles. The
Apostles asked them to elect seven members to a council.
The requirements of the council members were that they be
mature in the faith, fair and bearers of the spirit of God so
that they could make proper decisions. The council idea was
important so that it would relieve the Apostles of welfare
issues and they could dedicate themselves fully to preaching
and the spiritual needs of the community. The Communities
of Faithful in the early church had one soul and one heart —
their possessions were shared by one another. Christian
communities today need to stress the loving relationship with
the membership. The standard of the believing community is
to love and share concern with one another.
